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How Does AusRAP Star Rate Roads?

Star-ratings measure the safety that is built-in to the road

They enable sections of road that are likely to be risky to
be identified before a crash occurs

In NZ in 2004, 54% of fatal crashes occurred where
there had been no other injury crashes in the previous
4 years '
