Continue thedevelopment of Good Practice Manuals with the aim of building a
comprehensive set that cover the full ranges of road safety issues.

Good Practice Manual in Road Safety Education (RSE) is required that can provide a
framework for school based programs inE%N countries. This needs to include parent
education. This should also provide links to how to address issues covered by other
Good Practice Manuals using RSE.

Determination of the priorities for the development Good Practice Manuals that
address specifidsk factors needs to be data driven and based on what will deliver the
best return on investment.

Focus on high risk road users groups, such as motorcyclists and pedestrians.

Need to include more on assessment of the potential return on investment fsfimx

and future Good Practice Manuals.

There are gaps in terms of guidelines for vehicle design and road design standards, and
also enforcement for road safety.

Regqional capacity building and human resources development

A

For the Decade of Road Safety riaés an opportunity for ASEAN countries to become
centres for excellence in terms of provision of road safety training. These countries will
need to be identified and have the expertise to support this training and provide the
residential facilities requed.

Identify tertiary education providers throughout the region that could provide road
safety courses.

Develop course modules utilising existing expertise within the region and with support
as required from international experts.

Build capacity from theational level down to the local level in each country through
development of effective trakthe trainer models. Establish ongoing systems for
providing mentoring support to those delivering treime trainer down to the local level

in countries.

There neds to be a focus around building an understanding of behaviour change and
the way to design interventions that can deliver this, such as through effective
enforcement.

Raising political commitment and support

A

This is critical in order to progress roadetg in the region and needs to be at the
highest level. A national crosectoral road safety committee in each country is
required that is ideally chaired by the President or Prime Minister or initiated through
their office. Experience in ASEAN countneBcates that this is important in securing
the commitment required across all agencies with a role to play in road safety.



A Need to ensure that there is a high level of int&rency cooperation for road safety,
where the lead agency will most likely deetLand Transport Department.

A Effective use of the media to promote road safety initiatives can help to secure political
support.

Priority need and focus of proposed regional project

A ASEAN Multi Sector Road Safety Working G(MBWGJestablishment

Thailand: Expressed view that RS is done in a nadttoral fashion, but it is
difficult to invite another sector to join in the meeting. Finding the right
person to represent each sector at medéctor meetings is equally
difficult as the position is mved frequently especially in police force and
they do not always work on road safety while other agency such as health
sector prefer to work alone. A MSWG needs to be set up a bit like a
National RS Committee/Council with a budget of its own.

Philippines LTWG already has a MSWG within it. Transport is the lead agency, and
others are reluctant to join while funds can be sourced for a MSWG, but
other departments do not have funding and this is a problem.

Singapore: MSWG makes good sense, but still uncleaits arrangement and
structure whether it would report to STOM as a separate working group
or will it be part of the LTWG. The leader will need to be clearly
identified and to convince others to come on board.

Brunei: Agree with Philippines and Singapotand Transport is the lead agency,
so it is fine to have MSWG either within or a separate working group.

Malaysia: Putting a MSWG separately is a logical step. Previously it was ok to have
it subsumed.

information and researchl'he use of ASNet for this would be a good process.

REPORT TO LTWG ON REVIEWING THE PROGRESS WITH ASEAN/ADB ROAD SAFETY STR

PURPOSE:

To provide the 18 LTWG meeting with a report and recommendations on progress with the review of
the ASEAN/ADB Road Safety Strategy and including the road safety workshop conducted Bn the |
May as part of the 1BLTWG meeting hosted by Brunei.

BACKGROUND:

In 2005 the! { 9! b ¢ NI YaLR2 NI aAywwdilsdbas {DE Redidnal RE&R Safety
Strategy and Action Plan (2068010). The Strategy and Plan was developed in partnership with ADB
and also included funding support from Government of Singapore.

Followingthe 14" LTWG, the Philippines delegation approached ADB to fund and initiate a review of
implementation progress on the strategy and action plan. A consultant has been appointed, visitec
each country and lead the road safety workshop conducted as paneal5" LTWG.

ISSUES:

As part of the review a report coordinated by the Philippines with data from each country has shown
that countries have made useful progress with implementing road safety actions. However it was
noted that much remains to be dorend improved. In addition road safety trauma levels continue to
escalate.

LTWG has previously noted that funding for the Regional Action plan was not forthcoming from the
ADB and multilateral donors. The GRSI programme was however able to provide Sioppsotne
initiatives including reconvening the regional seminar. ADB has also supported activities at the countr
level as appropriate.

RECOMMENDATIONS
That LTWG:

1. Note and respond to the pressing road safety problems experienced by most members
countries

2. Agree to progress the updating of the regional road safety strategy in line with recent global

developments, regional and country needs

Seek funding from multilateral agencies to update the regional road safety strategy

Approach ADB to take the lead developing funding in partnership with multilateral agencies

to undertake updating of the road safety strategy and action plan.

5. Approach ADB to take the lead in developing a multilateral partnership or alliance to fund
implementation of the updated regiai strategy and action plan

4. Cooperation and Collaboration ranks high at 90%.
Increased cooperation and collaboration betweel
and among the government, business and civil
society in implementing road safety programs
through the exchange of information on best
practices and encouraging community involvement
reflects the growing realization in the ASEAN that/no
one individual, whether government or private, can
effectively address road safety issues all by itself; anc
that it is cooperation, not competition, that can spell

the difference.

1. B member countries identified 459 different roac
safety action plans/activities across the 14 sectors
of which 336 have been implemented for a 73%
completion rate.

3. Driver training and testing has 93% completion rate.
All the 8 countries have undertaken some actions to
ensure that only safe and competent drivers are

defensive driving careers and requiring their drivers
to take a test before awarding.

5. Improvement of hazardous locations as well as safe
planning and design of roads through the
establishment of guidelines in the identification,
evaluation, investigation of black spots, on one hend
and in safety audit and policies, on the other, and
the training of specialists to carry out these tasks
faired well at 83% and 82% completion rates
respectively. Considering that black spots, bad road
conditions, are known causes of road accidents, the
ASEAN as a whole has been extra conscious |n

addressing the concerns in these sectors.
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6. Vehicle worthiness and safety standards, likewise

rank above the ASEAN average performance at 8%

7 member countries have finished putting up
automated testing facilities and 6 member countries
have completed establishing guidelines for vehicle
road worthiness inspection, including motorcycles
that are in line with international standards. But

considering that 78% in academics is barely passinc

a lot of improvement, and lots of funding, are
needed in this sector.

8. Unfortunately, however, not all the other equally
important sectors were given due attention by th2
ASEAN that is confronted with the problem of
allocating limited funds.

10. Road accidents are generally underreported in the
ASEAN and the road accident data used by planrers
policy makers, practitioners, and the academe ale
not an accurate reflection of the true state of road
accidents in the ASEAN. This situation is born by the
fact that the region completed only 70% of its
planned programs and projects under the road
accident data system. As a result, the extent of
menace caused by road accident remains
understated resulting to complacency for some.

7. All told, the three major factors in a road accidet,
i.e., conditions of the driver, road and vehicles have
been given due emphasis by the ASEAN in its over:i

desire to improve road safety in the region.

9. Education, for example, both formally through thi2
integration of road safety education program in
school curriculum system and informally through
publicity campaign reached only 73% completion
rate, an indication that road safety, especially fo!
pedestrians, is not a priority concern to even think
about. But when one looks into the number of
children and young adults, who are mostly
pedestrians, caught in road accidents the picture of
concern changes.

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12. Traffic legislation which should cure defects in 1oa
safety regulations and cover the holes in road safety
enforcements only had a 63% completion rate with
none on the member countries having successfully

completed their action plans under this sector.

14. Emergency assistance to victims, a critical elemien
in the survival of the victims of road accidents
remains critical at 61% completion rate. No wondzr,

2 lives are lost every 2minutes in road accidents.

16. In summary, the ASEAN scorecard can be an eye
opener for all of us. While there is nothing wrong|in
putting resources to improve driving skills, to lessen

black spots and improve road conditions and tc

upgrade vehicle worthiness and vehicle safety
standards with the end in view of reducing accidents
the bigger picture is that success in these three ajea
will not necessarily lead to improved road safety. [The
pedestrians and the enforcers play key roles as well
and they should know how to act their roles properly
through correct and sustained education, formaly

and informally and institutional support that

legislation and funders can provide.

13. Funding remains to be a problem in road safety.
While 6 member countries have tapped alternative
sources of funds aside from government funding,
only 2 have successfully completed their action plans
under this sector. As a result, its performance rate

was a low 62%.

15. Road safety research and costing, that can
GNBAY@SYyli GKS gKSSté¢ |T
reached only 39% completion rate. With no roac
safety research centers in place in most of the
ASEAN that would review road safety and estimete
accident costs and no adequate funding, this secior
will continuously remain a pain in the neck for the
ASEAN unless the member countries exert effortto
push this sector.
