ADB-ASEAN Workshop held May 5th 2009, Brunei.

Background
The Philippines delegation at the request of the Land Transport Working  (LTWG) approached the ADB on behalf of ASEAN countries to see if a new ADB-ASEAN regional project can be developed. This proposed project will be a follow up to the earlier ADB-ASEAN regional project undertaken a few years ago. 

The project will assist ASEAN member countries to further develop their capacity to address current and future country specific road safety problems and to help them to have more effective implementation of their current road safety action plans.

The one day road safety workshop held the day before the formal LTWG meeting, was intended to allow discussion about the above topic and to discuss if, and how, a ASEAN Multi Sector Road Safety Working Group could be established.

Four to five senior representatives (from Transport, Health, Traffic police, Road Safety Academic/NGOs and the Chairman of National Road safety council or similar coordinating body)  from the ASEAN countries were encouraged to attend the Workshop.  Global Road Safety Partnership (GRSP) was invited to facilitate the workshop.

In all, approximately 60 persons attended the Workshop.
Thirty eight (38) people responded to the evaluation survey.

Results

a. Value of the Workshop to my work.
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Thirty four respondents felt the workshop wasquite very valuable for their work. No participant saw no value in the workshop for themselves.

b. Usefulness of the workshop discussions
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Five small breakout discussions were held – with a focus on Safety Management, Safer road users, Safer roads, Safer vehicles and Safer systems. Key questions to be responded to were:

· What are you doing in this area?

· What good practices are you following?

· What is your source (need) for funding?

· What are your priorities?

All respondents perceived the workshop discussions to be useful.  

c.. Usefulness of the Workshop plenary  discussions
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After the breakout group discussions each group reported their three priority areas .

All participants found this session to be useful.

d. Structure and organization of the workshop
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All participants were happy with the structure and organisation of the workshop with 30 particants ranking it quite highly.

e.  Opportunity to network and share ideas with others
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There were designated coffee breaks and a one hour lunch period which provided plenty of opportunities for delegates to network.

All participants were happy with the opportunity available for networking.

f. The workshop helped to build confidence to build road safety in your country
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Thirty-six people perceived the workshop built their confidence, to some extent, to undertake future road safety initiatives in their country. The very positive and supportive environment created on the day helped build that confidence.
